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MARY’S HOUSE INFORMATION SHEET

Mary’s House provides long term treatment and transitional housing to homeless women in recovery from addiction problems. The children of the women in treatment are allowed to reside with the mothers in our facility. 

To be eligible for admission to Mary’s House:

· 
Must be female 21 or over
· 
Must be homeless by HUD definition 
· 
Must have a primary diagnosis of substance abuse
· 
Must be pregnant or have children under the age of 10
· 
Must be willing and motivated to change their life and be sober
How to apply for admission:

· 
Go to website at www.maryshousegso.org and click on application. Select the portion for Mary’s House. 
· 
Fill out application and complete letter requesting admission. 
Return letter and application to the agency. 

· 
Senior Substance Abuse Counselor will schedule a face to face interview and give tour of the house. 
· 
Applicant will need to complete additional required paperwork and submit the paperwork to agency. 
· 
Once paperwork is completed, decision is reached within three days. 
Important Facts:

· 
There are no fees for admission to Mary’s House
· 
Agency is fully licensed by the North Carolina Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Facility Services. 
· 
We have 24 hour awake staff, 365 days a year. 
· 
We can serve 8 families at a time and residents can stay up to two years in our facility. 
· 
We provide full case management, substance abuse counseling, parenting classes, educational placement, financial management, a safe and loving environment, and assistance with any services needed by the children of our residents. 
· 
We pre -screen for violence, major psychiatric disorders and an unwillingness to change. 
· 
We will cooperate with any safety plan for the children. We randomly drug test after each excursion. All residents attend 12 step meetings. 
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
